Motion was made to proceed with adding  tennis courts (at one or   

           both parks), carried unanimously.

      A. Tree Replanting- Sara Hollar, the City Arborist spoke, and addressed as many concerns that the community have.

            1. Tree Removal-There are 2 criteria for removal of trees, disease and the structure of the tree (can the roots hold it,

                 are there cracks or holes in the trunk. Most of the problems they find are structural. The City does not look for trees

                 to remove, it is mostly be citizen request. They will evaluate the tree, try and trim if they can do that. If a tree is 

                 removed, the City will grind the stump and replant. Call 545-3860 to report a tree. Planting is done December-

                March. They are planted with water bags that are temporary. The City plants an average of 500 new trees a year. 

                Citizens can also suggest locations for new trees. 

            2. Diversity of trees- In order to help diseases the City plants a variety of trees. There is a push to use more native trees, 

                There is a program called Treasured Trees to promote trees that have sentimental of historical value to people, 

                trees can be nominated by anyone, using guidelines in a brochure available from the City. 

       B. Dog Park- We still have funds available being held by the City for improvements/upgrades. If we do nothing, the money 

                 will come to us automatically . Alternatively, we would need to be a 501(c)3. It                    

                 was suggested that we add a new park at Sims Park.
